I play the song on the piano and the � rst person to 
correctly guess the song title wins a game card which they hold onto until the end 
of the game. The person who holds the most game cards at the end of the hour 
wins a prize. It’s the most fun and engaging Name That Tune game around!

 HOW TO PLAY  A custom-made game I personally created, this game works 
just like the BINGO game everybody knows and loves. Instead of numbers, each 
BINGO card has the names of famous songs from the 1930s to 1970s. When I 
perform the song on the piano, each player has to � rst recognize the song, and 
then search their card for the song title. It’s BINGO made for music lovers!

This one-hour game can be played with up to 70 people and is best when 
everyone sits at tables. Game cards and tokens are provided. The winner 
receives a prize, usually music-related.

 HOW TO PLAY  With over 68,000 songs available, Keyboard Karaoke™ works 
great in an All-Request format, or as a pre-arranged concert featuring one of 
my 400+ concert programs. Lyrics are displayed on a large 50” screen on a 
portable stand that all audience members can view and enjoy. It’s just like 
karaoke except that I play along with songs on the piano. Attendees can sing 
along, or just enjoy watching the lyrics scroll on the screen.
